Background 

 
The Four Way Test was developed by Herbert J Taylor in July 1932 to be used as a 
measuring stick of the ethics of a company for which he was working.  Herbert Taylor was a 
Rotarian and a President of Rotary International in 1954 – 1955. 
 
For many decades Rotary Clubs and Rotarians have used the Four Way Test as an instrument 
to develop respect and understanding.  The Four Way Test has also been used successfully 
around the world in business, government and schools as an effective measuring stick of 
conduct and a guide to ‘right thinking’. 

 

 

OBJECT  OF  ROTARY 
 
The Object of Rotary is to encourage and foster the ideal of service as a basis of worthy 
enterprise and, in particular to encourage and foster: 
   

FIRST The development of acquaintance as an opportunity for service; 
 

 
SECOND High ethical standards in business and professions, the recognition of 

 the worthiness of all useful occupations, and the dignifying of each  

 Rotarian’s occupation as an opportunity to serve society; 
 

 
THIRD The application of the ideal of service in each Rotarian’s personal, business, and 

community life;

world fellowship of business and professional persons united in the ideal of 
service.

VOCATIONAL REPORT 

During this Rotary year we have had several vocational programs. 
We visited Sapphire Nutrition in September. Peter Oliver welcomed us and happily showed 
us through the factory. Peter went through the processes for making the pet food and gave 
us an overview of the clientele the factory supplies. This is the newest iteration of what has 
had various business owners over the last 30 years. 
Peter Oliver then attended the dinner and gave a history of the site. It started as a Soya 
Bean meal factory then was developed by Greens as the face of Supercoat Dog food. 
Greens sold out to Nestle who closed the site to make Blayney its centre. CME then took it 
over as a fish food factory being operated by Ridley Corp and Indigenous Business 
Australia. Nestle and Real Pet used the site, but it closed again in Dec 2021. Local 
Investors saw an opportunity to restart the local plant which was successfully up and 
running by January 2024. It now has 
contracts with Coles and makes several 
known brands. 
In March, we visited BOSS Engineering 
where Rosie Bloch took us on an extended 
visit around the factory. We were able to see 
many of the areas where the appliances are 
created. Rosie was extremely 
knowledgeable and proud of what the 
business does. We also had the bonus of 



 

having Director, Michel Grills joining the tour. His passion for business explains why it has 
grown from 8 staff to a business employing over 200 people and having multiple worksites. 
BOSS has the capacity to move its own appliances across Australia. The beauty of the 
business is its capacity to build to the purchasers’ requirements. 
In April, David Mudaliar joined us to talk about how sport has played a major role in his 
vocation. It has allowed him to improve his organisational skills and he has formed a 
network of friends and work colleagues through his cricket. David now runs InSports Arena 
in Inverell having taken over the business from long term owner Greg Sparke. He 
commented on how special a community Inverell is. 

In May, Inverell East Rotary was able to tour the new 
Inverell Aquatic Centre. Manager, Victoria Plain, 
from Belgravia Leisure showed us around the whole 
facility. The technology that has gone into the 
swimming components is exceptional. The facility is 
more than a swimming pool with Allied health 
professionals having facilities to support a variety of 
remedial and educational opportunities. The facility 
will set Inverell up as an aquatics focal point for 
many decades to come.

ROTARY INTERNATIONAL & ROTARY FOUNDATION  
The Rotary Foundation continues to be the engine room of Rotary’s global impact—
transforming donations into projects that change lives and communities around the world. 
Through the generosity of Rotarians, including members of our own Inverell East club, we 
contribute to programs that address critical issues such as disease prevention, education, 
clean water access, and peacebuilding. 
In 2024–2025, the Foundation’s focus remained strong across its seven areas of focus: 
• Disease prevention and treatment saw major developments in cervical cancer 
screening initiatives across the Pacific, with Foundation-supported projects helping to 
deliver education and early intervention in remote communities. 
• Clean water and sanitation continued as a cornerstone of Rotary’s efforts. In 
Cambodia, the Foundation funded the installation of solar-powered water filtration 
systems in schools, reducing waterborne disease and increasing attendance among 
students. 
• Support for education has been evident in new teacher training programs launched in 
Uganda and Guatemala, giving educators the tools they need to improve literacy and 
learning outcomes. 
Disaster response was again a priority. The Rotary Foundation’s Disaster Response Fund 
helped to deliver emergency shelter and hygiene supplies to flood-affected regions in 
Southeast Asia and earthquake-impacted communities in South America. 
Polio eradication remains Rotary’s signature cause, and this year marked another step 
forward. With cases now limited to a few remaining regions, the end of polio is truly within 
reach. Every dollar donated to the PolioPlus Fund continues to be matched 2-to-1 by the 
Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation, making our contributions even more powerful. 
Our club’s ongoing support—through member contributions, Foundation giving, and 
awareness—ensures we play our part in this global mission. Whether it's through cent-
level donations or larger contributions to The Rotary Foundation, every dollar we give 
extends the reach of Rotary’s service around the world. 
As we close the 2024–2025 Rotary year, I thank all members who have supported the 
Foundation’s mission, and I encourage us to continue exploring the incredible reach and 
impact that our contributions help make possible.

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Tribute to Reginald Alfred “Reg” Wilkins 
Reg Wilkins was a member of the Rotary Club of 
Inverell East for almost 50 years, having been invited 
to join by Jock Psaros. During those years he served 
on all committees and in 1989-90 was elected 
President. He was instrumental in establishing 
Rotaract in Inverell and continued to encourage and 
support the 
youth of our 
town 
throughout his 

life. Reg believed totally in the motto of Rotary 
International – “Service Above Self”. He worked 
cheerfully and energetically for our club and 
community without ever expecting recognition or 
accolades. Apart from community projects, Reg 
acknowledged Rotary as an important world-wide 
organization whose aim was to “do good” for people. In 1989 he volunteered to join the FAIM 
team from Inverell which travelled to P.N.G to build a school library. His Paul Harris 
Fellowship and a long Service Award in 2024 recognized his valuable contribution over many 
years to Rotary and the local community. Reg was always a man of action – a giver not a taker 
– a man who would do anything for anybody. He was renowned at club meetings for his sense 

of humour, his love of broccoli 
and his positive attitude and 
sense of fun. 
Space does not allow to 
mention all of Reg’s many 
achievements. Suffice it to say 
that in business, Rotary and 
community affairs he worked 
tirelessly and enthusiastically. 

The National transport Museum is a tribute to his vision, 
persistence, and hard work. His Citizen of the Year Award (1999), 
the Big Sky Country Regional Town Award (2000) and the 
Business of the Year Award (Inverell Aggregate Supplies 2004) 
are truly indicative of Reg’s energy and commitment. 

Above all, Reg Wilkins was a 
family man. His leisure 
activities in particular always included his family – 
camping, caravanning, water skiing, sailing, overseas trips. 
In all these enjoyable pastimes he had his beloved wife 
Jean by his side. His children, Alan, Craig, Lisa and their 
families were fortunate enough to share many of these 
happy times with him. Reg died as he lived – content with 
the world, grateful to his family and friends and without a

and that the world is a better place for having had Reg Wilkins around for so long. He was a 
gentleman and “a bloody good bloke”.
